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Pattern instructions

Head

Round 1: using yarn A, make a MC and sc 6 into the
MC (6 sts). Place marker in st 4 of round 1.

Round 2: (sc inc) six times (12 sts).

Round 3: sc around (12 sts).

Gauge check: your piece should measure 2in (5cm)
across at this point.

Round 4: sc 2, sc inc, sc, (sc inc) four times, sc, sc inc,
sc 2 (18 sts).

Round 5: sc, sc inc, sc 5, (sc inc) four times, sc 5,

sc inc, sc (24 sts). Place safety eyes in sts 9 and 17
of round 5. Place safety nose in marked st of round 1
(see tip about eye placement on page 31).

Rounds 6-8: sc around (24 sts).

Round 9: sc, sc dec, (sc 2, sc dec) five times, sc (18 sts).
Start stuffing. Continue to add stuffing as you work
through the rest of this piece. Stuff firmly.

Round 10: (sc, sc dec) six times (12 sts).

Round 11: sc around (12 sts).

Round 12: (sc dec) six times (6 sts).

Fasten off leaving a yarn tail of at least 6-8in (15-20cm).

Use the yarn tail to sew up the hole. Weave in your
ends. Set aside for assembly.

Body

Round 1: using yarn A, make a MC and sc 6 into the
MC (6 sts).

Round 2: (sc inc) six times (12 sts).

Round 3: (sc, sc inc) six times (18 sts).

Round 4: sc, sc inc, (sc 2, sc inc) five times, sc (24 sts).

Rounds 5-8: sc around (24 sts).
Round 9: (sc 6, sc dec) three times (21 sts).
Round 10: sc around (21 sts).

Start stuffing, adding stuffing as you work. Stuff firmly.

Round 11: (SC 5, sc dec) three times (18 sts).

Round 12; sc around (18 sts).

Round 13: (sc 4, sc dec) three times (15 sts).

Round 14: sc around (15 sts).

Round 15: (sc 3, sc dec) three times. (12 sts).

Rounds 16 and 17: sc around. (12 sts).

Finish off leaving a long yarn tail to sew the Body to
the Head. Set aside for assembly.

Ears (make two)

Row 1: using yarn A, make a MC and sc 6 into the MC.
Join last st to the first st with a sl st (6 sts).

Fasten off leaving a long yarn tail for sewing. Set
aside for assembly.

Arms (make two)

Round 1: using yarn A, make a MC and sc 6 into the
MC (6 sts).

Rounds 2-7: sc around (6 sts). Start stuffing. Continue
to add stuffing as you work through the rest of this
piece. Stuff firmly.

Fasten off leaving a long yarn tail to sew onto the
Body. Set aside for assembly.

Tummy patch

(Worked in turned rows.)

Using yarn B and 5.5mm hook, ch 4.

Row 1: sc in the second ch from the hook and each ch
across (3 sts).

Row 2: ch 1 and turn. Sc inc, sc, sc inc (5 sts).
Row 3: ch 1 and turn. Sc inc, sc 3, sc inc (7 sts).
Rows 4-8: ch 1 and turn. Sc across (7 sts).

Row 9: ch 1 and turn. Sc dec, sc 3, sc dec (5 sts).
Row 10: ch 1 and turn. Sc dec, sc, sc dec (3 sts).
Fasten off leaving a long yarn tail to sew onto the
Body. Set aside for assembly.

Legs (make two)

Round 1: using yarn A, make a MC and sc 6 into the
MC (6 sts).

Rounds 2-9: sc around (6 sts). Start stuffing. Continue
to add stuffing as you work through the rest of this
piece. Stuff firmly.

Fasten off leaving a long yarn tail to sew onto the
Body. Whipstitch the top of the Leg closed with

the yarn tail and set each piece aside, leaving the
remaining yarn tail for assembly.
