6cm (23/8in) polystyrene ball 

Red felt, 10 x 18cm (4 x 7in)

Beige felt, 23 x 5cm (9 x 2in)

Yellow-green felt, 5 x 20cm 
(2 x 8in)

Yellow felt, 5 x 5cm (2 x 2in)

Strong cotton thread in 
red, beige, yellow-green 
and yellow and embroidery 
threads in colours of 
your choice

Toy stuffi ng

Scrap of lightweight card for 
top bobble 

Scraps of felt in colours of 
your choice for motifs

Fabric glue

Gold string

Templates, page 95

1 Using the templates on page 95, cut out the top and bottom circles 
in red felt to cover the polystyrene ball. Sandwich the ball with the two 
circles and sew the edges together in one place to secure, taking the 
needle over and under about 2mm (1/8in). Leave the thread attached. 
Starting from the opposite side, sew half the ball, pulling and stretching 
the fabric as you encase the ball. It is a tight fi t. Repeat on the other side. 
Do not worry about wrinkles or small gaps showing through, as this part 
will be hidden by the centre band. 

4 For the top bobble, cut the 
piece from yellow felt. Work a 
gathering thread in yellow along 
the edge of the circle and stuff 
with a little toy stuffi ng. Place the 
card circle on top and draw the 
thread tightly. Attach to the top of 
the bauble.

2 Use the template to make the 
centre band in beige felt and wrap 
it round the ball, stitching together 
the bias-cut ends with beige 
thread. Sew the edges to the 
bauble with overcast stitches.

3 Use the templates to make the top and bottom strips in yellow-green 
felt and sew them over and under the centre band with overcast stitches. 
Start from the edge touching the centre band, then the far edge. Cut the 
excess strip and stitch the ends together.

5 Use the templates to cut out felt from the scraps for the motifs, attach 
to the bauble with fabric glue and a few small stitches round the edge. 
Embroider as shown in the templates. Attach a hanging loop using the 
gold string.
